1. Introduction 
Replace all the text in this template with the text of your article. Use the IOP-CS styles included in this template to set paragraph and heading styles. The first paragraph of each section is not indented (IOP-CS-BodyNoIndent style).
After the first paragraph in each section, all other paragraphs will have an indent on the first line (IOP-CS-BodyText style). See the separate IOP guidelines document in the Instructions to Authors page for further formatting information.
Your full paper should not exceed 10 pages including the References section and consist of at least the following components, or similar: an Abstract, an Introduction, a Literature Review, Research Methodology, Findings and Discussion, Conclusion and Further Research and References. Paper structure, section headings and sub-headings in this template only serve as a guide. These align more with empirically based research. AUBEA notes that it is not possible for every conference paper to follow this guide as some papers are systematic literature reviews, case studies, action research, among others. Nevertheless, authors must explain how the research was undertaken to attain the set aim and objectives in the paper. The explanation must highlight the research design, collection of data, and analytical methods adopted in the research.
The introduction should provide an overview of the paper and the background and context of the research. Moving from the general to the specific, this section should establish a rationale that justifies the research; for example, by identifying a problem that needs a solution or a gap in knowledge, supported by key references. A clear research agenda specifying the aim and objectives of the study should be stated. The introduction is not a literature review and should not include critique of the literature. Do not outline the structure of the paper.
Remember to remove all author-identifying information, including acknowledgements and identifiable self-citations, before submitting your blind review copy.
2. Literature Review
The heading for this section does not need to be “Literature Review”; use whatever heading best represents the content (e.g. Theoretical Framework, Conceptual Framework). The literature review should flow from general to specific and must contain a critical review of literature or theory relevant to the research with appropriate citations. This is important for establishing how the reported work builds on the current body of knowledge. The literature review should culminate in a conceptual framework or research hypotheses.
Use the Harvard (author-year) referencing style throughout. In-text citations should follow this format: (Perera, 2022) or (Jin and Osei-Kyei, 2021) or (Hardie et al., 2019; Senaratne et al., 2018). For papers with more than two authors, use only the first author’s surname followed by “et al.” in italics. Where more than one reference is cited together, separate them with a semicolon.
2.1 Sub-section heading (if required)

2.1.1 Level 3 sub-section heading (if required)
No more than three levels of nesting are recommended as this will reduce clarity and may be confusing for the readers of your article.
3. Research Methodology
The research methodology section must describe the research design, data collection, and data analysis methods in sufficient detail that the study could be replicated. The suitability of the selected methodology over alternatives should be justified with academic basis. If samples are used, define the study population, the sampling method, and the response rate, and address any potential bias. All statistical or quantitative analyses must be checked for applicability and accuracy before submission.
Papers presenting early-stage research should discuss the potential research methodology based on the nature of the research problem and the type of data expected.
4. Findings and Discussion
Present and discuss all findings from the investigation. For papers reporting a literature study, discuss what has been synthesised from the literature, highlighting similarities and differences across sources and the contextual factors that may account for them. For papers reporting empirical findings, present the data clearly and follow with an analytical discussion that demonstrates how the findings relate to the current body of knowledge. Papers reporting completed investigations should include recommendations based on the analysis.
Tables, figures, and equations may be used to present findings. All tables, figures, and equations must be cited in the body of the paper. Table captions are placed above the table. Figure captions are placed below the figure. Do not use font sizes smaller than 10 pt for text within tables or figures. Place tables and figures close to where they are cited in the text, not grouped at the end of the paper. An example table is shown in Table 1, and an example figure is shown in Figure 1.

5. Conclusion and Further Research
The conclusion should present the new insights and contributions of the research, including theoretical contributions and how the findings agree with or challenge existing theories. Practical implications should also be addressed. The conclusion must tie in with the research aim and objectives stated in the Introduction and must not introduce new material or references.
Include a brief statement on the limitations of the study and recommendations for future research. Limitations refer to the boundaries of applicability of the research. Recommendations for future work should indicate steps to expand applicability or complete the research.
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
